Background The client required an attractive entrance feature to a
new distribution park, to create a strong identity, assist
the marketing process and provide a high quality and
pleasant environment for tenants. The landscape master
plan and Environmental Statement, which Landmark had
previously prepared for this 88 hectare distribution park,
had secured planning consents.

Description Located adjacent to the Severn Estuary the site is
low lying and has to be drained by open ditches and
holding ponds. Landmark incorporated these features
into the landscape, modifying the engineered forms
into more naturalistic shapes. Bridges and boardwalks
where designed to link areas and act as focal points.
Fast growing and rapidly colonising native plants,
suited to the ground conditions, were planted so that
the site quickly assumed a mature character. These were
supplemented with complementary ornamental plants
to create more dramatic effects while maintaining nature
conservation value and minimum maintenance costs.
