Feilden Clegg was commissioned to design 
a new 900 place school, sited in the eastern 
suburbs of Bristol. Existing site features, 
including playing fields, flower-rich meadows
and mature trees, would be both constraints 
to the developable space and potential assets
to the setting of this prestigious new building. Landmark was engaged to design 
and implement an imaginative landscape which would stimulate development on 
educational opportunities.

Robust, structural and screen planting was used to reflect natural woodland plant
associations, and the range of habitats extended with native species groundcover 
and an ecology courtyard containing mini peat bog and limestone scree habitat. 
A traditional cider orchard, originally earmarked for removal, was retained and 
incorporated into the scheme, and formal hedges were planted in key locations.
Meanwhile, a major programme of tree surgery and planting was developed to 
maintain the specimen tree stock.

The main facade of the building was emphasised by a stunning turf amphitheatre,
which provides a highly sculptural space for events and school activities.

Landmark’s inter-disciplinary approach enabled cost-effective integration of formal
design features with habitat creation, to provide a stunning setting with extensive
opportunities for outdoor environmental education.
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
